The outstanding note volume has increased by EUR 376.1m following the tap issu-
ance. The credit enhancements of Class A and B notes series remain above the min-
imum credit enhancements which Creditreform Rating assumed in its initial rating 
analyses (current total CE 16.99% and 13.46% for Class A and B notes series, re-
spectively). Therefore, the ratings of the existing Class A and B notes series are not 
affected by the tap issuance.
